(iv) to review and advise on the tariff, taxes and charges of water
supply in the areas of rural local bodies which have entered into an
agreement with the Nigam under section 46;

(v) to assess the requirement for materials and arrange for their
procurement and utilization;

(vi) to establish state standards for water supply and sewerage
services;

(vii) to perform all related functions in rural areas, not stated herein
which were being performed by the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam
before the commencement of this Act;

(viii) to review annually the technical, economic and other aspects
of water supply and sewerage system of every Jal Sansthans or local
bodies which has entered into an agreement with the Nigam under
section 46;

(ix) to establish and maintain a facility to review and appraise the
technical, financial, economic and other pertinent aspect of every water
supply and sewerage scheme in the State;

(x) to operate, run and maintain any water works and sewerage
system, if and when directed by the State Government, on such terms
and conditions and for such period as may be specified by the State
Government;

(xi) to assess the requirements for manpower and training in
relation to water supply and sewerage services in the State;

(xii) to carry out applied research for efficient discharge of the
function of the Nigam or a Jal Sansthans;

(xiii) notwithstanding anything above, Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam
(Rural) shall also be responsible for implementation of schemes under
Namami Gange program in the State of Uttar Pradesh;

(xiv) any other functions entrusted to the Nigam by or under this
Act, and

(xv) such other functions as may be entrusted to the Nigam by the
State Government, by notification, in the Gazette."

7. For section 15 of the principal Act, including the marginal heading the ~Amendment of
following section and the marginal heading shall be substituted, namely:- section 15
"15 (1) The Nigam shall, subject to the provision of this Act have power
Power of to do anything which may be necessary or expedient
Nigam for carrying out its functions under this Act.
(2) Without prejudice to the generality of the foregoing provision, such
power shall include the power in their respective areas of jurisdiction ,—
(i) to inspect all water supply and sewerage facilities by
whomsoever they are operated;
(if) to obtain such periodic or specific information from any
respective local body and operating agency as it may deem necessary;

(iii) to provide training for its own personnel as well as employees
of the local bodies;

(iv) to prepare and carry out schemes for water supply and
sewerage;

(v) to lay down the schedule of fees for all services rendered by the
Nigam to the State Government, local bodies, institutions or individuals;

(vi) to enter into contract or agreement with any person, firm or
institution, as the Nigam may deem necessary, for performing its
function under this Act;

(vii) to adopt its own budget annually;

(viii) to approve tariffs for water supply and sewerage services
applicable to respective local areas comprised within the jurisdiction of
Jal Sansthans and such local bodies as have entered into an agreement
with the Nigam under section 46;

(ix) to borrow money, issue debentures, to obtain subventions and
grants and manage its own funds;

(x) to disburse loans to local bodies to their water supply and
sewerage schemes;

(xi) to incur expenditure and to grant loans and advances to such
persons or authorities as the Nigam may deem necessary for performing
the functions under this Act.”

8. For section 31 of the principal Act, the following section shall be
substituted, namely;-

"31(1) As from the date of establishment of the Nigam hereinafter referred to
as "the appointed date", -

(a) all properties and assets (including waterworks, buildings, laboratories,
stores, vehicles, furniture's and other furnishing) which immediately before the
appointed date were vested in the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam shall vest in and
stand transferred to the Nigam, as the State Government may by an order determine;

(b) all the rights, liabilities and obligations of the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal
Nigam whether arising out of any contract or otherwise pertaining to the said
department shall be the rights, liabilities and obligations of the Nigam.

(2) such properties, assets, rights, liabilities and obligations shall be valued
in such manner as the State Government may determine.

(3) the State Government may take stock of property, assets, liabilities and
obligations of Nigam from time to time and can direct for vesting, transfer or
reallocate the same between the Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam (Urban) and Uttar Pradesh
Jal Nigam (Rural) by any general or specific order as prescribed.

(4) Where, immediately before the appointed day, the erstwhile Uttar
Pradesh Jal Nigam is a party to any legal proceedings with respect to any property,
rights or liabilities subject to apportionment between the Nigam under this Act, the
Nigam that succeeds to, or acquires a share in, that property or those rights or
liabilities by virtue of any provision of this Act shall be deemed to be substituted for
the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam or added as a party to those proceedings, and
the proceedings may continue accordingly."”
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9. For section 37 of the principal Act, the following section shall be
substituted, namely;-

"37 (1) Save as otherwise provided in this section, every person, who was
directly appointed or absorbed by the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam shall on and
from the appointed date become employee of the Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam (Urban) or
Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam (Rural) as determined by the State Government by a general or
special order and shall hold his office or service therein by the same tenure and with the
same remuneration and upon same other terms and conditions, and with the same rights
and privileges as to pension, gratuity and other matters as he would have held the same
on the appointed date if this Act had not come into force, and shall continue to do so
until his employment in the Nigam is terminated or until his remuneration or other
terms and conditions of services are revised or altered by the Nigam under or in
pursuance of any law or in accordance with any provision which for the time being
governs his service:

Provided that nothing contained in this sub-section shall apply to any such
employee who by notice in writing given to the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam
within such time as the State Government may, by general or special order, specify,
intimates his intention of not becoming an employee of the Nigam:

Provided further that the services of any employee referred to in the preceding
proviso under the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam/Nigam shall stand terminated on
account of abolition of the post held by him and he shall be entitled from the erstwhile
Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam to compensation equivalent -

(a) in the case of a permanent employee, to three month's remuneration;
(b) in the case of a temporary employee, to one month's remuneration.

(2) The sums standing to the credit of the employees referred to in sub-section
in any pension, provident fund, gratuity or other like funds constituted for them shall be
transferred by the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam along with any accumulated
interest due till the appointed date and with the accounts relating to such funds and the
Nigam shall, to the exclusion of the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam, be liable for
payment of pension, provident fund, gratuity or other like sums as may be payable to
such employee at the appropriate time in accordance with the conditions of their
service.

Notwithstanding anything contained in the above paragraph, pension and other
retirement benefits of retired employees of the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam shall
be distributed between the Nigam by any general or specific order of the State
Government.

(3) Notwithstanding anything contained in the Uttar Pradesh Industrial
Disputes Act, 1947, or in any other law for the time being in force, the transfer of
services of any employee to the Nigam under sub-section (1) shall not entitle any such
employee to any compensation under that Act or such other law and no such claim shall
be entertained by any court, tribunal or authority.

(4) Every permanent or temporary employee of the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal
Nigam under sub-section(1) shall on and from the appointed date, be a permanent or
temporary employee of the Nigam, as the case may be, against a permanent or
temporary post which shall stand created in the establishment of the Nigam with effect
from the appointed date.

(5) Nothing in paragraph 426 or paragraph 436 of the Civil Service
Regulations as applicable to Government servants under the rule making control of the
State Government in relation to retrenchment or abolition of posts shall be extent to the
except provided in this section, apply to any employee referred to in sub-section (1).

(6) Notwithstanding anything contained in the foregoing sub-sections,-

(a) the services of no person who was employed in the erstwhile Uttar
Pradesh Jal Nigam immediately before the appointed date against whom
any disciplinary proceeding was pending or to whom any notice or order of
termination of his services or compulsory retirement had been issued before
the appointed date shall stand transferred to the Nigam on or from the
appointed date in such persons may be dealt with after appointed date in
such manner and by such authority as the State Government may by general
or special order specify in this behalf;

(b) if the service of any employee of the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal
Nigam stand transferred under sub-section(1) to the Nigam, the Nigam shall
be competent after such transfer to take such disciplinary or other action as it
thinks fit against or in respect of such employee having regard to any act or
omission or conduct or record of such employee while he was in service of
the State Government. "

10. (1) The State Government may for the purpose of removing any

difficulty, particularly in relation to the transition of the bifurcation of erstwhile Uttar
Pradesh Jal Nigam from the provisions of the enactment referred to in this Act or
amendments, by order direct that the said enactments shall, during such period as may
be specified in the order, have effect subject to such adaptation, whether by way of
modification, addition or omission not effecting the substance as it may deemed to be
necessary or expedient:

Provided that no such order shall be made after the expiry of a period of two

years, from the commencement of this Act.

(2) Every order made under sub-section (1) shall be laid before both

"Houses of the State Legislature."”

STATEMENT OF OBJECTS AND REASONS

The Uttar Pradesh Water Supply and Sewerage Act, 1975 (U.P. Act no. 43 of 1975) has been
enacted to provide for the establishment of a Corporation, authorities and organizations for the
development and regulation of water supply and sewerage services and for matters connected therewith.

The Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam was formed under the aforesaid Act, 1975 as a body corporate with
perpetual succession and as a local authority for all purposes. Due to the increased workload of the said Jal
Nigam and in order to ensure effective implementation of the schemes related to rural water supply and
sewerage in the State, it has been felt that there is a requirement of separate corporations for urban and
rural areas in the State. In view of the above, it has been decided to divide the erstwhile Uttar Pradesh Jal
Nigam into Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam (Urban) and Uttar Pradesh Jal Nigam (Rural) by amending the

aforesaid Act.

The Uttar Pradesh Water Supply and Sewerage (Amendment) Bill, 2021 is introduced

accordingly.
